Chinese American Friendship Ministry – While there are 
tensions between China and the US, the US-China Catholic 
AssociaƟon’s mission is to help build bridges of friendship 
and dialogue between the people of China and the US.  They 
do this by offering educaƟonal service and cultural programs 
in support of the Church and larger society.  Founded in 
1989 by concerned US Bishops, Maryknoll, the Jesuits, and 
representaƟves of different religious orders, the AssociaƟon 
aims to promote mutual support and fraternal Ɵes between 
the Church in China and the US Church.  A program they’re 
promoƟng here in the Bay Area is the Chinese American 
Friendship Ministry.  This gives the regular parishioner an 
opportunity to invite a Chinese student, who is already stud-
ying here locally, the opportunity to meet and parƟcipate in 
the “regular” life of a American Catholic family.  Because 
these “foreign” students oŌen Ɵmes have no connecƟon to 
anyone outside of the University, they can easily come to 
study here and return home without experiencing a deeper 
part of American and Catholic life.  So the Friendship Minis-
try is a way to invite them to life outside the university.  A 
host family can simply invite them to a meal, a parish event 
such as the upcoming parish fesƟval, or Thanksgiving or 
Christmas celebraƟons.  This gives us the opportunity to de-
velop new friendships, live out our faith, learn about a new 
culture, and pracƟce hospitality.  If you’re interested to learn
