Not only is the idea of a virgin conceiving beyond com-
prehension in Ahaz’s time, so would the concept of God
wanting to be with us be, as the name Emmanuel indi-
cates. And yet, this is what we celebrate in the Incarna-
tion—God wants so completely to be one with us that
God came to be with us in a son born to a virgin, the
Blessed Virgin Mary. There is more to this story than
even these amazing and outlandish occurrences, how-
ever. God wants to be one with us so deeply that God

partners with us to make God'’s presence known.

Pastor’s Column

Our Lady of Guadalupe Shows God’s Closeness — On Dec
12, 2022, celebrating the feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe at
St. Peter’s in the Vatican, Pope Francis shared during his
homily that “God never stops watching over our world —
needy and wounded — to assist it with His compassion and
mercy. His way of intervening, of manifesting Himself,
always surprises us and fills us with joy.” In 1531, Our Lady
went to Mexico to offer God’s consolation at a time of his-
torical upheaval. “Nearly 5 centuries ago, at a complicated
and difficult time for the inhabitants of the new world, the
Lord wanted to transform the upheaval brought about by
the encounter between two different worlds into a recovery
of meaning and dignity, into openness to the Gospel.” And
the Pope connected that time of upheaval to our own time,
reminding us to set aside selfishness and embrace frater-
nity. He adds, “Mary wants to stay with us. She begs us

to allow her to be our mother, to open our lives to her Son
Jesus and to welcome His message so as to learn to love like
Him.” And to the many people in the Americas who endure
poverty and exploitation, he said “Mary is in the midst of
the caravans that come in search of freedom traveling
northward. She is in the midst of this American people
threatened in their identity by a savage and exploitative
paganism, wounded by the active preaching of a practical
and pragmatic atheism. And she is there. ‘| am your Moth-
er,” she says to us.” The Pope concluded, praying that the
Lord might grant us days filled with joy and peace, “so that
the peace of the Lord may dwell in our hearts and in the
hearts of all men and women of good will.”

Supporting the Vatican and the Archdiocese — As we draw
close to the end of the year, if you haven’t done so yet but
would like to support the Archdiocese and the Vatican, you
can donate to the Archdiocesan Annual Appeal (AAA).

63% ($33,399) and hope to raise the other $20,000 before
the end of the year.
