Pastor’s Column 
 

Feast of Santo Nino (Holy Child) – AŌer the birth of a child, 
it’s certainly common for family and friends to gather to 
celebrate and welcome their newest member.  Similarly, 
Filipinos have a tradiƟon of celebraƟng the birth of Jesus, 
the Feast of Santo Nino, on the 3rd Sunday of January.  
Roots of this celebraƟon go back to the 16th century.    
Spanish explorer Ferdinand Magellan, in his 3-year voyage 
around the world that began in Spain in 1519, arrived in the 
Philippines in 1521.  AŌer the local Chief and his wife in  
Cebu Island accepted the faith, they were bapƟzed and  
Magellan presented to them a statue of Santo Nino.  Thus, 
ChrisƟanity was introduced to the Philippines over 500 
years ago.  The original statue remains on display for vener-
aƟon and visitaƟon at the Minor Basilica of Santo Nino in 
Cebu City.  While many people here will put away their 
Christmas decoraƟons, their mangers along with Baby     
Jesus, someƟme aŌer Epiphany, nearly every Filipino 
Catholic’s home will display and honor the statue of Santo 
Nino.   It’s a beauƟful expression of faith to welcome and 
celebrate Jesus not only at Christmas, but throughout the 
rest of the year.  At our parish, we will have a special cele-
braƟon to welcome this Holy 
Child on Sunday, January 15 
at the 10am mass.  You are 
invited to bring your baby 
Jesus to Church, whether it is 
from your manger scene or 
even a picture of Him, and 
place it on the Altar Rail.  At 
this mass, we’ll also offer a 
Children’s Liturgy of the Word 
in which the children may 
hear the Word of God at their 
level and offer their prayer intenƟons.  They’ll also have the 
opportunity to color their own Baby Jesus and bring it home 
so that Jesus can conƟnue to be a part of their family and 
their lives throughout the year.  Happy Feast of Santo Nino!
